About MMU
MMU is one of the UK’s largest universities. Located both in the dynamic city of Manchester and in the more relaxed campus of nearby Cheshire, both locations offer tremendous study, leisure, sport, social and entertainment facilities, as well as excellent accommodation. 
The Greater Manchester area is home to more international students than any other area, except for London. It’s a cosmopolitan place that really welcomes people from around the world. The Cheshire countryside meanwhile offers a wealth of different experiences including country pursuits, historic houses and gardens, and the world famous Alton Towers Theme Park.

Thanks to our central location you can reach places like London, Bristol, Edinburgh, Newcastle and most other major cities easily by road, rail or by air. 

Manchester International Airport serves many European destinations at a cheap cost thanks to budget airlines. Paris, Amsterdam, Rome and Madrid can be reached in under 2 hours flying time.
Duration of Study
The University operates using academic terms instead of semesters which most students may be accustomed to. Our term dates are as follows: 

2011 – 2012

Autumn Term
19 September 2011 to 16 December 2011

Spring Term
09 January 2012 to 23 March 2012

Summer Term
16 April 2012 to 22 June 2012
When considering an exchange to MMU, you will need to first consider the duration in which you wish to spend your time in Manchester. Some modules/classes run for just the term but some modules can run for the academic year (which can sometimes make it tricky for students to start with us in the Spring term- January- as classes have already been running since September). 
Students must note that the Summer term has little or no lectures- you may still however have some contact time with your tutors for tutorials but this can vary depending on the modules you decide to take. Summer term therefore mainly consists of independent research and study, to plan assignments/coursework and prepare for the exams. 
Study Options
Undergraduate degrees take three years to complete in England and the course is intense- it is therefore not standard for UK students to undertake ‘electives’ during their time at University. 
Erasmus departmental coordinators will be able to help you with academic related enquiries such as module options, credits, contact hours, timetables and reading lists. All students are advised to submit their learning agreement signed by your home Erasmus coordinators together with your application form and the modules selected will be approved by the Erasmus coordinator at MMU so that your study options are in place prior to your arrival. Students can only apply for accommodation if they have submitted an Erasmus exchange student application and have been offered a place at MMU. A letter confirming your offer of a place to study at MMU will be sent to your home institution together with your unique MMU ID and other useful documents.  You must apply via the online system using your MMU ID number which you will find in your acceptance letter.

**Please note that you will be offered a room for the period of stay as stated in your MMU exchange application. Please note that if you have signed and accepted your offer of a room, you will not be released any earlier from the accommodation payment plan until the end date as specified in your contract.
MMU will also be able to assist students who wish to find private housing in and around Manchester. Short term housing is also limited within our MMU owned halls so private housing is ideal for students looking for short term leases. We work with Manchester Student Homes (MSA) http://www.manchesterstudenthomes.com and will be holding a ‘Find a Home’ event in September so that you can meet with landlords that work with MSA who will be able to show you around their properties during the event. The Exchanges and Study Abroad unit will be in touch with you via email during the Summer to inform you of the event details.
